PARENT QUESTIONS
Q. What categories could my child 
potentially qualify for special education 
under?

A: There are 13 main categories: Autism, 
Deaf-Blindness, Deaf, Emotional Distur 
-bance, Hearing Impairment, Intellectual 
Disability, Multiple Disabilities, Orthopedic 
Impairment, Other Health Impairment, 
Specific Learning Disability, Speech and 
Language Impairment, Traumatic Brain 
Injury, and Visual Impairment. CA Only - 
Established Medical Disability (3-5 years old).

Julián is currently a third grader who has 
hearing loss which has made reading and 
writing a struggle. At the beginning of the 
school year he was having difficulty reading 
and was reading below grade level. Julián 
was provided intense services in these areas 
and in a short period of time his skills have 
increased drastically. His writing has 
improved and he is now reading at grade 
level! Great job Julián!
